BIG Boots to Fill

In only his second season of car
racing, Francees Jules Bianchi has
already moved into the F3 Euro
Series and drives with ART Grand
Prix. The 19-year-old was the
2007 French Formula Renault
champion and in Macau, the tal-
ented driver will have big expec-
tations to live up to. Jules is the
grandson of Mauro Bianchi, the
winner of the 1966 Grand Prix and
_ his late great-uncle is Lucien, a

Formula 1 and sportscar driver

who won Le Mans in 1968. So,

how does this talented youngster
feel about his forthcoming debut on Macaues legendary Guia
Circuit?

Q: Does the Macau Grand Prix have a special significance to
you?

A: Because my grandfather won in Macau, ites very important
to be competitive there. | think ites the best race in the world
because the track is very special, ites very fast and | think it will
be a very good race.

Q: Have you asked your grandfather for any advice about the
race?

A: Yes, lsve spoken with him to get a feeling aboutthe track. He
told me ites very difficult to learn so ites goingto be a challenge.

He also told me he felt a little bit funny when he came to Macau
because he was treated like a star.

Q: You come from a motorsport family with your grandfather
winning Macau and your great-uncle Lucien was a F1 driver.
How did you get your start in motorsport?

A: | started karting at three years old with my father. | was on
the track all the time, going every day. | was just playing, but
then year after year | was thinking about being a racing driver.
Last year | did Formula Renault 2.0 and this year lsm in For-
mula 3.

Q: You won the Masters of F3 at Zolder this year. Only three
people, David Coulthard, Takuma Sato and Alexandre Premat,
have won both the Masters of F3 and the Macau Grand Prix in
the same year. What do you think your chances are?

A: | think ites possible to do, but ites not easy.l was waiting for a
long time for my first win of the season and so it was good for
my team, but also my family (a turn at Zolder is named after his
late uncle). It was a really good feeling although ites not like
Macau.

Q: Why do you think ites so important to do well at Macau?
A: | think ites the same for every driver, | thinkeveryone looks at

that race and a lot of team bosses are going so if you win, for
sure, everybody will be looking. Ites really important to be
competitive in this race. lsve seen the race on television and ites
an impressive track.

Watts Back on Favourite Track

Mention the word !Macau" # never mind the Guia Circuit # and
Danny Watts lights up with a smile as bright as, well, a thou-
sand watts.

The British driver makes his seventh consecutive visit to the
Macau Grand Prix in November, this time in the new Windsor
Arch Macau GT Cup where Watts will race in a Porsche GT3
997 with Noble Group. For Watts, who has raced at Macau in
Asian Formula 2000, the Macau Formula 3 Grand Prix and the

Porsche Carrera Cup Asia, the circuit is the ultimate test for a
driver.

lites my favourite circuit," Watts said. !Any mistake is punished
by going into the wall and above all, ites the biggest challenge
for any driver. Ites the hardest track in the world."

Watts returns to Macau after his most challenging racing year
to date: a season in the worldes fastest one-make series, the
Porsche Mobil 1 Supercup, where the 29-year old finished
ninth overall. Recently he has been !lwarming up" for Macau
with two outings in the new Aston Martin Asia Cup, at the Sin-
gapore and Shanghai Grands Prix.

While Watts is a master of the Guiass tricks and turns, he still
remembers his first visit, which was highlighted by a very quick
lesson on how seriously he needed to take the circuit.

IIn 2002, | totally underestimated how difficult the circuit was,"
Watts said. !It was my first street circuit and to be thrown in at
the deep-end was tough. The one piece of advice everyone
kept giving me was to go around and learn the circuit and not to
crash. What did | do? On lap one into practice, the first flying
lap, | clipped the wall and bent the steering wheel."



That night, Watts left the circuit with precisely one-and-a-half
lapse worth of experience under his belt before the next dayes
qualifying. However, with a combination of cautious respect
and courage, Watts managed to qualify second the next day
and go on to win the race.

Watts has won Macau twice, once in Asian Formula 2000 and
once at the year-end race of the Porsche Carrera Cup Asia.
Last yeares Porsche race saw Watts cross the line first, only to
have victory snatched from him when he was judged to have
made his race-winning overtaking manoeuvre under a yellow
flag.

IYeah, that was probably deserved," Watts said laughing. !'But
at least | got to celebrate the victory on the podium$"

Macau is the one race Watts looks forward to every year be-
cause of the difficult and unforgiving circuit, as well as, by
contrast, the relaxed end-of-year atmosphere and the chance
to catch up with friends.

For those arriving in Macau to tackle the Guia Circuit for the
first time, Watts has only one piece of advice: !Donst crash in
practice$"

Know Your Racing: Subaru to the Rescue!

Though the Macau Grand Prix is obviously associated with
speed and excitement, its reputation for on-track safety is just
as important. This year, for the third time running, the Macau
Grand Prix welcomes back Motor Image (HK) Limited, who will
be providing a fleet of Subaru vehicles as the Official, Safety
and Rescue Cars.

The two Subaru models providing the necessary functions at

the Macau Grand Prix are the Impreza WRX STIs for the
Safety Cars, and Legacy 2.0 GT Wagons for the Rescue Cars.

The Rescue Cars are all equipped with rescue personnel and

potentially life-saving materials for immediate medical care, fire
-fighting and the extrication of drivers, and have experienced
drivers at the wheel. It is crucial that the cars reach any racing
incident within seconds.

Similarly, the Safety Cars must be able to travel at high
speeds. Once the Safety Car is deployed, it is essential that it
moves fast enough ahead of the field for the racing vehicles to
maintain tyre temperature for when they are ready to resume
the battle once the track is cleared. In addition, the Safety Cars
must be completely reliable in order to ensure that they can
perform without a hitch when called to duty.



55 FASCINATING FACTS

Things you may never have known about Asia"s best-I

1)Sixteen of this yearss 20 Formula 1 drivers have raced at Macau.

2)Of the 16 current Formula 1 drivers, only David Coulthard can claim
victory on the Guia circuit.

3)Jarno Trulli finished on the podium twice at Macau. Trulli was runner
-up to Ralf Schumacher in 1995 and in 1996, he finished third.

4)The origins for the Grand Prix began in coffee shop at Macaues
Riviera Hotel, where in the spring of 1954 three Macau residents
came up with an idea to hold a treasure hunt around the cityss wind-
ing streets.

5)The Guia Circuit gets its name from a hill in Macau.

6)A grandstand ticket for the very first Macau Grand Prix cost HK%7.50

and all 2000 seats in four grandstands were full, in addition to the
grounds of the government hospital.

7)The first Grand Prix was won by Eddie Carvalho, who completed 51
laps in 4 hours 2 and 1.91 seconds with an average speed of
49mph.

8)The 1954 Macau Grand Prix saw the entry of two lady drivers, Terry
Wen-Lenard and Jean Lam.

9)First prize in the 1956 Grand Prix earned the winner HK%3,000, with

%1,500 going to the second-place finisher and %75@or third place.

10)An estimated 20,000 people watched the inaugural Macau Grand
Prix, many of them from private houses. Soldiers filled the windows
and covered the roof at the San Francisco barracks.

11)A Ladiese race was held each year from 1955 to 1959.
12)Yacht Club Bend was re-named Mandarin-Oriental Bend in 1983.

13)American driver Grant Wolfkill first raced in Macau in 1958 before
dueling with Martin Redfern in the 1960 Grand Prix. A popular
filmmaker, Wolfkill was taken prisoner in Laos in March 1961 and
incarcerated for 15 months. He later wrote a book about his ex-
periences called Reported to be Alive.

14)Melco Bend, the Guiaes famous hairpin, is named after the former
headquarters of the Macau Electric Company (Melco).

15)The Macau Grand Prix Building has been the Grand Prixes home
since 1993. For the 50 weeks the paddock isnet usedfor the Grand
Prix, it serves as a car park for tourist buses.

16)Panick ensued during the 1964 Grand Prix when the vessel carry-
ing the competitorse cars from Hong Kong to Macau was delayed
and the captain omitted to tell the anxiously awaiting officials in
Macau.

17)The year the Macau Grand Prix Museum opened, Jorg Muller won
the Macau Grand Prix (1983)

18)The 1966 event saw advertising on cars for the very first time

19)Good seats have always been a premium and in the early days,
many local residents would climb atop trees to sit and watch the
race.

20)Anne Wong is the only woman to win a race that included both men
and women as she won the Production Car race in a Mini-Cooper
in 1970.

21)1972 and 2003 were the only years the Macau Grand Prix was
held over two weekends.

22)John Macdonald is the only man to have won the Macau Grand
Prix in 1965, 1972, 1973 and 1975, the Motorcycle Grand Prix in

oved racing weekend#
1969 and the Guia race in 1972.

23)There have been many fathers and sons who have raced at
Macau, including former Formula 1 World Champion Alan Jones in
1976, 1977 and 1978 and his son Christian, who raced in 2003.

24)Teddy Yip offered a %20,000 prize (with half gang to charity) for
the next driver who could better the lap record of Alan Jones in the
1976 race. A year later, ltalian Riccardo Patrese did just that,
breaking the record and pocketing the cash.

25)An all-star cast was assembled for the Race of Giants, in celebra-
tion of the 25" anniversary of the Grand Prix. Belgian Formula 1
driver Jacky Ickx was the winner in what was one of the first races
to be covered on television with in-car cameras.

26)A tape of the Race of Giants was sent to the Prince of Wales, who
sent back this note: !What a superb looking event".

27)Many argue that the motorcycle Grand Prix is the most exciting
race on the schedule. After the 1981 race lan Titchmarsh, track
commentator for the car races, wrote in the UKes Autosport maga-
zine: !lt may be heresy to say it, but frankly the bikes made the cars
look very boring".

28)The podium for the 1983 Macau Grand Prix # the first time it was
run as a Formula 3 race # was one of the most talented podiums in
history with Roberto Guerrero and Gerhard Berger flanking the
great Ayrton Senna.

29)Following the 1983 event, Statue Corner was modified to make it
more of a 90-degree turn.

30)Slim Borgudd, who competed in the 1984 race won by John Niel-
sen, was best known for being the drummer with Abba.

31)Michael Rutter and Ron Haslem both have six wins a piece in the
Motorcycle Grand Prix, but Haslem won his six titles in just six
appearances.

32)Typhoon Nina hit Macau on the Friday of the 1987 Grand Prix and
racing could not take place until the Sunday.

33)Enrico Bertaggia, winner at Monaco earlier that year, won at
Macau as well in 1988, becoming the first in the Formula 3 era to
take overall victory without having won either of the two heats. In
1993, Jorg Muller accomplished the same feat.

34)Only three drivers have won the Masters of Formula 3 and the
Macau Grand Prix in the same year: David Coulthard in 1991,
Takuma Sato in 2001 and Alexandre Premat in 2004.

35)The 2003 Macau Grand Prix saw now-F1 stars Lewis Hamilton,
Robert Kubica, Nelson Piquet and Nico Rosberg make their Macau
debuts. The race was won, however, by Frenchman Nicolas Lapi-
erre.

36)In 2005, the Guia race became the final two rounds of the FIA
World Touring Car Championship.

37)The narrowest part of the 6.2-km circuit is seven meters.

38)The only person to have won the Grand Prix from last on the grid is
Tony Maw in 1967.

39)In 1998, Peter Dumbreck won the Grand Prix by the narrowest
ever margin # beating Ricardo Mauricio by a paper-thin three
hundredths of a second.

40)Three-time FIA WTCC Champion Andy Priaulx took part in the
2000 Macau Formula 3 Grand Prix, finishing 8".



41)The man who finished 7" in the 2000 Macau Formula 3 Grand
Prix, Ben Collins, is said by some to be none other than The Stig in
the BBCes legendary !Top Gear" programme.

42)Current Formula 1 driver Rubens Barrichello was the last driver to
appear in the Macau GP for Teddy Yipes eponymous Theodore
Racing Team. The year was 1992.

43)1992 Macau F3 Grand Prix winner and subsequent Guia race
competitor, Rickard Rydell, comes from a family of florists.

44)Jorg Muller holds the distinction of being the only driver to have
won the F3 Macau Grand Prix (1993) and the Guia Race (2004).

45)In 2004, the format of the Macau F3 Grand Prix changed, with a
Qualification Race on Saturday setting the grid order for Sundayes
single leg of the Grand Prix.

46)Formula 1 AT&T Williams teammates Nico Rosberg and Kazuki
Nakajima both raced in Macau in 2004. Their fathers, former For-
mula 1 world champion Keke Rosberg and former Formula 1 driver
Satoru Nakajima, raced in Macau just one year apart. Keke raced
in 1978 and Satoru raced in 1977 and 1979.

47)Offering further proof about just how demanding the Guia circuit is,
Michael Schumacher took two years to win the Macau F3 Grand
Prix. In 1989, Schumacher did not finish the race, but in 1990 he
returned and emerged with the victory.

48)Cathy Muller, sister of WTCC driver Yvan Muller, was the first and
only woman to race in the Macau F3 Grand Prix. She finished 11"
in the race won by Ayrton Senna.

49)A routine sell-out, this year the Lisboa Bend grandstand has been
doubled to accommodate 5,000 fans.

50)Since the FIA World Touring Car Championship joined the Macau
Grand Prix race programme in 2005, the Grand Prix has been the
championship title decider all three times. Though Andy Priaulx
has not won all of the rounds at Macau, he is the three-time de-
fending FIA WTCC champion.

51)Nine of this yeares FIA WTCC drivers have also driven in the
Macau F3 Grand Prix race.

52)Albert Poon first raced in 1959 and continued until 1982, extending
his Macau Grand Prix career to 24 years. Poon won the race in
1964.

53)Mauro Bianchi is the only Belgian to have won the Macau Grand
Prix in 1966. This year his grandson Jules will contest the race.

54)During the 1954 Grand Prix, the fastest lap time was 4:12. In 2007,
Marko Asmer set the fastest lap in a time of 2:11.744.

55)This year, the Macau Grand Prix Museum celebrates its 15" anni-
versary$
